HRIS JUSSEL knows his an-
tiques.
He is, after all, the former
host of the “Antiques Road-
show” program on PBS Television.
And he also knows Westchester;

“Jesse and Carol are passionate
collectors,” Mr. Jussel said. “They
have good-quality antiques, not the
multimillion dollar side table that
belonged to George Washington. If I
were furnishing a home in American
Federal style, that’s where I'd go to
find things.” '

Settling into a Sheraton wing chair,
Mr. Goldberg said: ‘“While the key-
note of the Federal period is ele-
gance, we don’t want to intimidate
people that everything is very fancy.
It’s formal, yet you can plop down
and relax in it. I love people who fall
in love with this period.”
